RECAP OF LAST GAME @ JSERRA CATHOLIC 
 

Friday the 13th proved to be no problem for Santa Margarita Catholic as it emerged from its slump to halt a two-game 
losing streak to start Trinity League play. The Eagles ventured to San Juan Capistrano to face rival JSerra Catholic and 
came away with a dramatic 34-31 victory. Kicker Ryan Gass proved to be the difference as he connected on a 25-yard 
field goal as time expired. The junior had just registered his first career field goal in the first quarter from 32-yards. 
 
In a penalty-ridden contest, both schools traded the lead in the fourth quarter. SMC was able to awaken its offense and 
gather an amazing 543 all-purpose yards. The explosion was again led by super-sophomore Trent Mosley who amassed 
425 yards himself. Mosley scored twice on the ground and twice through the air. He flew long-distance on one run of 59-
yards and then cruised on a reception of 74-yards. He also added 108 yards on kick returns. Mosley now has 16 
touchdowns for the season. Quarterback John Gazzaniga passed for 277 yards and both scores to Mosley.  
 
The defense came to play as they provided some hard-hitting to the opposition. Noah Sulick and LeVar Talley each 
notched 12 tackles and a total of three tackles for loss. Talley also had his team-leading fourth sack. Mason Reyes 
picked-up his first career interception. 
 
Mosley’s remarkable performance was a near-record night. He fell just 15 yards of setting a new school record for all-
purpose yards in a single game. Mosley also authored the fifth-best receiving yardage game in school history.
