The game was not without hints of positive assets to build upon in the upcoming weeks. Receiver Grant Mosley enjoyed
the best game of his young career with four pass receptions for 30 yards. The sophomore seems poised and confident to
step forward in establishing his own identity beside All-America brother Trent.

Other new faces who emerged and gained a foothold for the future included sophomore receiver Jake Martin with two
receptions -- his first offensive touches for the Eagles. Freshman Adrian Petero saw significant action at running back and
combined with sophomore Jaion Smith for 94 rushing yards.

In addition to the pass-catching wizardry of Trent Mosley, the receiving connection between quarterback Trace Johnson
and junior tight end Luke Gazzaniga seemed to spell harmony. The combination collaborated nicely -- five catches for 67
yards. Overall, Johnson was 20-0f-29 passing (70.0%) for 205 yards. In all, the Eagles gained 299 yards of total offense.

SMCHS’s vaunted defense was present. Skilled linebacker Dash Fifita tied for the team lead in tackles with six.
Sophomore cornerback Ca’ron Williams also registered six tackles. The man they call “Prime” was selected this week by
MaxPreps.com as a national Preseason Sophomore All-America honoree. Two other linebackers, Leki Holani and Vai
Manutai, each logged one sack.
